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PREFACE

The First Democratic Republic of Georgia merely
existed for three incomplete years (1918-1921), vet,
left an important trace on the history of our country.
Its legacy left valuable experience to the modern
Georgian state and became the subject of our pride.
May 26th, the first constitution of Georgia, the heroic
act of the cadets, and the invasion of the Red Army
in Thilisi on February 25th, 1921 — these are the main
publicly known facts about the history of the First
Republic, however, this short phase of liberation is still
in need of scrutiny.

The reasoning behind the limited knowledge is to be
searched for in our nearest past. Yearning for freedom
and European values, democratic Georgia came into
direct conflict with the model of the Soviet state and its
propaganda machine. It was the latter machine that
created the myth about the “Menshevik jail”. Explicit
facts about the 1920s independent state of Georgia,
as well as the exiled Georgian government, became
widely known only by the end of the twentieth century,
during the National Liberation Movement period.

The following album serves as a reminder, that we are
the legal successors of the First Republic, and that the
Georgian society should strive for the implementation
of values similar to that of the First Republic.

This was a democratic state that: held elections
with the participation of both men and women, on
the periphery of the former Russian Empire earlier
than many developed countries; implemented a
constitution; established state institutions; passed anti-
discrimination laws for ethnic and religious minorities;
exercised women’s rights; established a multi-party
government system; advanced political thought and
established the debate culture.

Undoubtedly, mistakes were made along the
way, but the principal goal constantly focused on
serving national interests and creating a strong
state. In spite of the ongoing wars in the Russian
Empire and numerous military offenses against the
Republic, Georgia remained as one of the most
stable countries in Eastern Europe. Consequently,
profound research and diversified resources of
information (scientific monographs, popular articles,
photo albums, collections of documents, feature films

and documentaries) concerning the First Republic,
currently hold a substantial value.

The collection of documents about the First Republic,
serving as the basis of our knowledge on the three year
long independence period, is stored at the National
Archives of Georgia. The archives are also home to
numerous unique photos from 1918-1921. Having
access to the mentioned documents, the National
Archives published its available materials, according to a
thematic and chronological principle.

The album begins with the photos of state symbols,
their descriptions and accompanying documents. The
Parliament of Georgia provided us with an opportunity
to publish the original document of the Declaration
of Independence. The album also contains the
state’s main legislative acts, such as the labour code
and the law on state language. The documents and
photos demonstrate details of: the activities and
election procedures of the Constituent Assembly,
the restoration of the autocephaly of the Georgian
Church, and the relationship between the Church and
the state.

A substantial part of the album focuses on foreign
policy and military revival, as the very existence of the
Republic significantly depended on foreign affairs and
the creation of strong armed forces. The publication
contains noteworthy instances of the respected
period, from Georgian culture, education, media and
daily life. The main part of the album ends with the
materials depicting the occupation of Georgia by the
Red Army, which illustrate final battle cries in hopes
of defending homeland. Furthermore, the publication
includes documents from the private archive of
Khariton Shavishvili, representative of the First
Republic of Georgia to the League of Nations. Due to
great efforts of the Minister of Justice Thea Tsulukiani,
the United Nations’ library in Geneva transferred digital
copies of the documents to the National Archives of
Georgia in 2015.

The First Republic existed for a short period of 1,028
days, nevertheless, it left us with questions for analysis
that still maintain relevance. The following album,
together with the mentioned sources, is a significant step
towards the study of the respected historical period.

The CrairmaN. Ex-Representative Chandler of New York, who
is interested in the question before the committee, is present and
desires to make a statement.

Mr. CuanpLER. Mr. Chairman and gentlemen of the committee,
I appear in behalf of the newly created non-Russian Republics of
Esthonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Azerbaidjan, and Georgia, in the matter
of the $150,000,000 loan for food relief, requested by Sectretary Glass
and recommended by Mr. Hoover.

At the hearings before this committee on Thursday last, Gen. Bliss
is reported by the papers to have said that Poland is to-day the

" “only bulwark against the Bolsheviki.” One of the papers repre-
sented him as saying that Poland was the “only barrier against the
Bolsheviki.” But whether he used the phrase “only bulwark” or
“only barrier” is immaterial; the sense is the same. The error
committed by the distinguished soldier was in the use of the word
“only” in either case, and upon the use of this word I have a grievance
to state and a complaint to build.

The Republics of Esthonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Azerbaidjan, and
Georgia are distinct nationalities and separate states from the Poles
and Poland; and each and every one of them has been a mighty
bulwark, an immovable barrier against Bolshevism for more than
two long years.

During the summer of 1919, I traveled extensively in the Baltic
countries, by boat, train, and automobile, and studied closely the
economic, industrial, agricultural, military, and political conditions
existing there. I was deeply impressed by what I saw and heard. I
rode along hundreds of miles of Esthonian, Lettish, and Lithuanian
battlelines. I was astonished at their system of barbed-wire defenses
which seemed to me much superior to those that I had seen on the
battlefields of France. They looked to me to be insurmountable
barriers, impregnable bulwarks with mniany thousands of brave
Esthonian, Lettish and Lithuanian warriors behind them.

‘Webster defines the word ““bulwark’” as ¢ that which secures against
an enemy or defends from attack; any means of defense or protection.”
The Bolsheviki themselves would tell Gen. Bliss that, under this

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In 2015, due to great efforts of the Minister of Justice Thea Tsulukiani, Georgia
received documents of national importance — digital version of the private archive
of Khariton Shavishvili, the first and the last representative of the First Democratic
Republic of Georgia to the League of Nations. Collection was brought to Georgia
from the Library of the United Nations in Geneva.

The collection contains documents describing the work of the Georgian
representative in the League of Nations, correspondence between the European
organizations and politicians about the current events and ongoing problems
existed in Georgia, communication with Georgian emigrants, materials depicting
work of the “Foreign Press Bureau of Georgia” and the “International Committee
for Support of Georgia”. In addition, the archive contains Khariton Shavishvili’s
memories and his personal library.

Because of its significance, we decided to present a small fraction of Khariton
Shavishvili's archive in the final part of the book.

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Khariton Shavishviliwas born in 1886 in the village Kveda Bakhvi (the Lower Bakhvi),
Ozurgeti region.

Starting from 1901 he became a member of the Social Democratic Party. In 1906
was arrested and exiled to Siberia. In 1908 he escaped from Siberia, left Georgia and
managed to cross the border into Switzerland.

In 1915 he finally settled in Geneva. In 1919 he was the first person who informed the
Swiss Government about the Declaration of Independence of Georgia.

Inthe period of the First Democratic Republic Khariton Shavishviliwas actively involved
in diplomatic activities. Ambassador Plenipotentiary of Georgia to Switzerland Mikheil
Sumbatashvili invited him to Bern to work in the diplomatic mission of Georgia and
offered him to establish a committee, which would inform European countries about
the situation existed in Georgia. Starting from 1920 Shavishvili became representative
of Georgia in the permanent body of the League of Nations.

Shavishvili continued his work even after the loss of Independence of Georgia. In
1924 he established the “International Committee for Support of Georgia” in Geneva,
which should be considered as a great achievement. His friend Jean Martin became
a Head of the Committee.

Until 1934 Khariton Shavishvili was considered to be acting representative of Georgia
in the League of Nations. He actively participated in the protest movement against
occupation of Georgia: wrote and published letters and articles, arranged diplomatic
meetings.

In 1934 the Soviet Union was accepted in the League of Nations and his official
authority as a representative of Georgia was terminated. However he has immediately
received accreditation of a representative of the Georgian Press Bureau and
continued his work in this capacity.

Khariton Shavishvili is the author of the following works: “Homeland, Jails, Exile”,
“From Moses to Hitler”, “Shota Rustaveli at the Geneva University”, “Saint Nino — the
First Woman Apostle”, “Tragedy of the Russian Writers: From Pushkin to Pasternak’,
“Philosophy of the Socialism”, “Tamar and the Golden Age of Georgia”, “A Human
and the Society”, "Russian Revolutionaries of Geneva in 1908", etc.

Shavishvili’s contemporaries wrote that he personally knew the high-ranking officials,
diplomats and carried great authority among them. Khariton Shavishvili used these
connections to protect interests of Georgia abroad. Like many other Georgian
emigrants his lifestyle was very modest.

Khariton Shavishvili died in 1975 in Switzerland and was buried in Geneva.
